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Whereas Canadaiis founded upon principles that recognize the supremacy of
God and therule of law:

Guarantee of Rights and Freedoms

1. The Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms guarantees the rights
and freedoms set out in it subject only to such reasonable limits prescribed by
law as can be demonsgtrably judtified in afree and democratic society.

Fundamental Freedoms

2. Everyone has the following fundamenta freedoms:
(a) freedom of conscience and religion;
(b) freedom of thought, belief, opinion and expression, including freedom
of the press and other media of communication;
(c) freedom of peaceful assembly; and
(d) freedom of association.

Democratic Rights

3. Every citizen of Canada has the right to vote in an eection of members of
the House of Commons or of alegidative assembly and to be qudified for
membership therein.

4.(1) No House of Commons and no legidative assembly shal continue for
longer than five years from the date fixed for the return of the writs at a
generd ection of its members.

(2) Intimeof red or apprehended war, invasion or insurrection, a House of
Commons may be continued by Parliament and a legidative assembly may be
continued by the legidature beyond five yearsif such continuation is not
opposed by the votes of more than one-third of the members of the House of
Commons or the legidative assembly, as the case may be.

5. There shdl be agtting of Parliament and of each legidature at least once
every twelve months.
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Mobility Rights

6.(1) Every citizen of Canada hastheright to enter, remain in and leave
Canada.

(2) Every citizen of Canada and every person who has the satus of a
permanent resident of Canada has the right

(a) tomoveto and take up residence in any province; and

(b) to pursuethe gaining of alivdihood in any province.

(3) Therights specified in subsection (2) are subject to
(@) any lawsor practices of generd application in forcein a province
other than those that discriminate among persons primarily on the basis of
province of present or previous residence; and
(b) any laws providing for reasonable resdency requirementsas a
qudification for the receipt of publicly provided socid services.

(4) Subsections (2) and (3) do not preclude any law, program or activity that
has as its object the amdioration in a province of conditions of individudsin
that province who are socidly or economicaly disadvantaged if the rate of
employment in that province is below the rate of employment in Canada.

Legal Rights

7. Everyone hastheright to life, liberty and security of the person and the
right not to be deprived thereof except in accordance with the principles of
fundamenta justice.

8. Everyone hasthe right to be secure againgt unreasonable search or seizure.
9. Everyone has the right not to be arbitrarily detained or imprisoned.

10. Everyone hastheright on arrest or detention
(@) tobeinformed promptly of the reasons therefor;
(b) toretain and ingtruct counsd without delay and to be informed of
that right; and
(c) tohavethevdidity of the detention determined by way of habeas
corpus and to be rleased if the detention is not lawful.

11. Any persons charged with an offence has the right
(@) to beinformed without unreasonable delay of the specific offence;
(b) to be tried within areasonable time;
(¢) not to be compelled to be awitnessin proceedings againgt that
person in respect of the offence;
(d) to be presumed innocent until proven guilty according to law ina
fair and public hearing by an independent and impartid tribund;
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(e) not to be denied reasonable bail without just cause,;

(f) except in the case of an offence under military law tried before a
military tribund, to the benefit of trid by jury where the maximum
punishment for the offence is imprisonment for five years or amore
severe punishment;

(g) not to befound guilty on account of any act or omisson unless, a
the time of the act or omission, it congtituted an offence under Canadian
or internationa law or was crimina according to the generd principles of
law recognized by the community of nations;

(h) if findly acquitted of the offence, not to betried for it again and, if
findly found guilty and punished for the offence, not to be tried or
punished for it again; and

(i) if found guilty of the offence and if the punishment for the offence
has been varied between the time of commission and the time of
sentencing, to the benefit of the lesser punishment.

12. Everyone has the right not to be subjected to any crud and unusua
trestment or punishment.

13. A witnesswho tedtifies in any proceedings has the right not to have any
incriminating evidence so given usad to incriminate that witnessin any other
proceedings, except in a prosecution for perjury or for the giving of
contradictory evidence.

14. A party or witnessin any proceedings who does not understand or
speak the language in which the proceedings are conducted or who is deaf
has the right to the assstance of an interpreter.

Equality Rights

15.(1) Every individud isequd before and under the law and hastheright to
the equa protection and equa benefit of the law without discrimination and, in
particular, without discrimination based on race, nationa or ethnic origin,
colour, religion, sex, age or mentd or physica disgbility.

(2) Subsection (1) does not preclude any law, program or activity that has as
its object the amelioration of conditions of disadvantaged individuas or
groupsincluding those that are disadvantaged because of race, national or
ethnic origin, colour, religion, sex, age or menta or physicd disahility.
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Official Languages of Canada

16.(1) English and French are the officid languages of Canada and have
equdity of satus and equd rights and privileges asto their usein dl
indtitutions of the Parliament and government of Canada.

(2) English and French are the officid languages of New Brunswick and have
equdity of satus and equd rights and privileges asto their usein dl
ingtitutions of the legidature and government of New Brunswick.

(3) Nothing in this Charter limits the authority of Parliament or alegidaure to
advance the equdity of status or use of English and French.

16.1(1) The English linguistic community and the French linguistic community
in New Brunswick have equdity of status and equd rights and privileges,
including theright to distinct educationd ingtitutions and such distinct cultura
ingtitutions as are necessary for the preservation and promotion of those
communities.

(2) Therole of the legidature and government of New Brunswick to
preserve and promote the status, rights and privileges referred to in
subsection (1) is affirmed.

17.(1) Everyone hasthe right to use English or French in any debates and
other proceedings of Parliament.

(2) Everyone hasthe right to use English or French in any debates and other
proceedings of the legidature of New Brunswick.

18.(1) The statutes, records and journals of Parliament shdl be printed and
published in English and French and both language versons are equdly
authoritative.

(2) The dtatutes, records and journds of the legidature of New Brunswick
shdl be printed and published in English and French and both language
versons are equaly authoritative,

19.(1) Either English or French may be used by any personin, or in any
pleading in or processissuing from, any court established by Parliament.

(2) Either English or French may be used by any personin, or in any
pleading in or processissuing from, any court of New Brunswick.
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20.(1) Any member of the public in Canada has the right to communicate
with, and to receive available services from, any head or centra office of an
indtitution of the Parliament or government of Canadain English or French,
and has the same right with respect to any other office of any such indtitution
where
(@) thereisasggnificant demand for communications with and services
from that office in such language; or
(b) dueto the nature of the office, it is reasonable that communications
with and services from that office be avallable in both English and
French.

(2) Any member of the public in New Brunswick hastheright to
communicate with, and to receive available sarvices from, any office of an
inditution of the legidature or government of New Brunswick in English or
French.

21. Nothing in sections 16 to 20 abrogates or derogates from any right,
privilege or obligation with respect to the English and French languages, or
ather of them, that exists or is continued by virtue of any other provison of
the Condtitution of Canada.

22. Nothing in sections 16 to 20 abrogates or derogates from any legd or
customary right or privilege acquired or enjoyed either before or after the
coming into force of this Charter with respect to any language thet is not
English or French.

Minority Language Educational Rights

23.(1) Citizens of Canada
(a) whosefirgt language learned and gill understood is that of the
English or French linguistic minority population of the province in which
they reside, or
(b) who have received their primary school ingruction in Canadain
English or French and reside in a province where the language in which
they recelved that indruction is the language of the English or French
linguistic minority populaion of the province,

have the right to have their children receive primary and secondary school

indruction in that language in that province.

(2) Citizens of Canada of whom any child has received or is receiving
primary or secondary school ingruction in English or French in Canada, have
the right to have dl their children receive primary and secondary school
ingruction in the same language.
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(3) Theright of citizens of Canada under subsections (1) and (2) to have

their children receive primary and secondary school ingruction in the

language of the English or French linguistic minority population of a province
(@) applies wherever in the province the number of children of citizens
who have such aright is sufficient to warrant the provison to them out of
public funds of minority language ingtruction; and
(b) includes, where the number of those children so warrants, the right
to have them recaive that ingruction in minority language educationd
facilities provided out of public funds.

Enforcement

24.(1) Anyone whose rights or freedoms, as guaranteed by this Charter,
have been infringed or denied may gpply to a court of competent jurisdiction
to obtain such remedy as the court considers appropriate and just in the
circumstances.

(2) Where, in proceedings under subsection (1), a court concludes that
evidence was obtained in amanner that infringed or denied any rights or
freedoms guaranteed by this Charter, the evidence shall be excluded if itis
established that, having regard to al the circumatances, the admisson of itin
the proceedings would bring the adminidiration of justice into disrepute.

General

25. The guarantee in this Charter of certain rights and freedoms shdl not be
construed o as to abrogate or derogate from any aborigind, treaty or other
rights or freedoms that pertain to the aborigina peoples of Canadaincluding
(@) any rights or freedoms that have been recognized by the Royd
Proclamation of October 7, 1763; and
(b) any rights or freedoms that now exist by way of land clams
agreements or may be so acquired.

26. The guaranteein this Charter of certain rights and freedoms shdl not be
congtrued as denying the existence of any other rights or freedomsthat exist
in Canada.

27. This Charter shdl be interpreted in amanner consstent with the
preservation and enhancement of the multicultura heritage of Canadians.

28. Notwithstanding anything in this Charter, the rights and freedoms
referred to in it are guaranteed equaly to male and femae persons.

29. Nothing in this Charter aborogates or derogates from any rights or
privileges guaranteed by or under the Congtitution of Canada in respect of
denominational, separate or dissentient schools.
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30. A referencein this Charter to a province or to the legidative assembly or
legidature of aprovince shal be deemed to include areference to the Y ukon
Territory and the Northwest Territories, or to the appropriate legidative
authority thereof, as the case may be.

31. Nothing in this Charter extends the legidative powers of any body or
authority.

Application of Charter

32.(1) This Charter applies
(@) tothe Parliament and government of Canada in respect of dl
matters within the authority of Parliament including dl mattersrdating to
the Y ukon Territory and Northwest Territories; and
(b) to the legidature and government of each province in respect of al
matters within the authority of the legidature of each province.

(2) Notwithstanding subsection (1), section 15 shdl not have effect until
three years after this section comes into force.

33.(1) Parliament or the legidature of a province may expresdy declarein an
Act of Parliament or of the legidature, as the case may be, that the Act or a
provision thereof shal operate notwithstanding a provision included in section
2 or sections 7 to 15 of this Charter.

(2) AnActor aprovison of an Act in repect of which a declaration made
under this section isin effect shdl have such operation as it would have but
for the provision of this Charter referred to in the declaration.

(3) A declaration made under subsection (1) shdl cease to have effect five
years after it comesinto force or on such earlier date as may be specified in
the declaration.

(4) Parliament or alegidature of a province may re-enact a declaration made
under subsection (1).

(5) Subsection (3) appliesin respect of a re-enactment made under
subsection (4).
