
BTT10 Assignment

Dragon’s Den
In this assignment you will expand on the business you created during the entire year and expand its operations to a foreign country in which it does NOT currently operate by using an FDI.  A foreign direct investment (FDI) is a controlling ownership in a business enterprise in one country by an entity based in another country.

Your presentation will be in the form of a Dragon’s Den pitch with the hope of convincing the rest of the class of your FDI proposal. You will individually on this project. The presentations will be held on.

Your presentation should consist of three sections:

SECTION A: BUSINESS PROFILE
Entrepreneurs will work individually. Are responsible for Conceptualizing (thinking of) and designing a product (a good or a service) and/or a  company.

Creating a MICROSOFT WORD Document with the following information:
a. Name of Product with a Detailed Description of Product (what does the product do?)

c. What need does the product fill in society?

d. Who would use the product?

e. How much would the product sell for (retail price)?

f. Would  the product be sold through other retailers (stores)?

g. How much would you sell the product to stores for (must be lower than retail price)?

h. How much profit do you make from each unit sold?

You must also create using MS PAINT or PHOTOSHOP (or other drawing software)

a. drawing/diagram of your product (quality of drawing is not of high importance)

b. a logo (branding) for your product. 

Extra Information

a. How much money you are asking from the dragons

b. How much (%) of the business you are wanting to sell to the dragons for the (a) amount of money.

c. How long you have been in business / product development for.

d. Your total sales / profit to date
· Business name 
· Brief history of the business 
· When did it begin

· What products does it produce/sell

· How has the business evolved over time

· What are 4 characteristics this business has that will make it successful internationally? 
· Back up your choice of characteristics, i.e. justify them

· For each characteristic, name a Canadian company that you believe exemplifies that characteristic

· How successful has this Canadian business industry been internationally? 
· Justify your answer. Be as critical as possible

SECTION B: COUNTRY PROFILE
· Choose the Country you want to expand your business into and why
· What are 3 factors that make this country favourable to invest in? 
· Why? Justify your answer

· What are 3 factors that make this country unfavourable to invest in? 
· What is the political system that this country adopts? 
· How do you think this impacts FDI in the country?

· What is the economic system that this country adopts?

· How do you think this impacts FDI in this country?

· Provide an example of one foreign business in the same industry as your business that has invested in this country
SECTION C: CULTURAL MATCH
· What are 4 cultural challenges your company will potentially face by investing in this country? Why? 
· What are some specific adaptations/modifications you believe your company will have to make in this country? Make sure to Justify each adaptation/modification
· What are 4 important cultural values your company must be aware of? 
· It might be a good idea for this section to be an “advice” section

· Example: In Saudi Arabia it is a not a good idea to show dogs in your ads
Requirements:
· All the above information (SECTION A, B, and C) should be covered in your presentation 

· Be sure to make your presentation a “pitch” to sell your idea
· Presentation length will be a MINIMUM of 10 minutes to a MAXIMUM of 15 minutes
· You will be cut off at the 15-minute mark so allot your time wisely!!

· You will hand in a “script” for your presentation that will include all the stuff covered above.
· It is recommended that you print a handout for classmates to see or bring samples
· A sheet that includes all the references and sources used
· Referencing should be done in MLA format. On the following website, go to the section that teaches you on how to reference material in MLA format:

· The presentations will begin on May 25, 2015 for the rest of that week
