You will also include a schedule timeline explaining how you divided the workload of the project per day and what you worked on. 

The project will be in 4 parts:

1. Research 3-5 pages of notes with citations from Scholarly Sources 
2. Schedule and Timeline including a detailed list of who you contacted 

3. The invention itself being created or a detailed prototype drawn on poster paper

4. Presentation of the project and its potential impact
