PART 1: READING JOURNAL ASSIGNMENT due March 25
Your task is to complete 5 reflections  from the following 10, from what you are reading.  
Divide your novel roughly into 5 sections (you can do this by chapters or page numbers depending on your book). 
For each entry include the date and the pages read. (Length: double spaced, full page for each) 
Do not answer the same question twice. 
PLEASE NOTE: EACH OF THESE ASSIGNMENTS IS WORTH 10 MARKS TOWARD THE COMPLETED ASSIGNMENT.  IF LATE, THEY WILL NOT BE MARKED.

1. Describe an experience you (or someone else you know) had that was like the experience of a character in the book.
2. Explain how a character in the book changed or is starting to change in the section you are responding to.
3. Create a diagram showing the setting of the story.
4. Sketch a scene in the book depicting a part of the plot and explain your choice.
5. Write your opinion to a character’s action or reaction.  What would you have done?
6. Write about a connection to another book you have read.  Think of similar characters, plots, settings and themes.
7. Give your opinion of the author’s writing style.  What images captured your interest?  How did the author create suspense?
PART 2: VOCABULARY ASSIGNMENT 

Choose ONE of the following assignments to complete.  DUE March 25 
1. VOCABULARY LOG: Quote the page number of each work used.  Choose 40 words that you do not know the meaning of.  Record the dictionary definition for each word.
2. CREATE A THESAURUS: List 40 words that seem overused or boring.  Rewrite the sentence from the book where the word was found with a better one.
3. LIST: 40 interesting, important, or unusual words from your book and explain your reasons for choosing each word.
PART 3: SEMINAR due March 25
You will then have a 20-30 minute presentation about all the relevant points on the novel. You will be responsible for creatively explaining the novel to your classmates. 
The first 5 minutes will be to give background on the author 
The next 5 minutes explaining basic plot details / setting.
The remaining 20 minutes, will be dedicated to a verbal-visual essay. You will have to argue the 
notion of self-actualization in the novel. This portion of the presentation should ONLY include pictures and quotations from primary and secondary sources. 
Verbal-Visual Essay Topic: Explain how the protagonist or another main character self-actualizes by relating it to Hierarchy of Needs.

Knowledge and Understanding: Student shows complete understanding of the assignment. All the journals and the dictionary assignment have been completed. The presentation contains all the necessary elements and is between 20-30 minutes. 
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Thinking and Inquiry: Student shows a great deal of creativity during their seminar. They are able to think critically about the journal topics and make realistic, yet innovative connections.
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Application: Student is able to make original and complete sentences using their dictionary words. Student is able to apply English terms that they have learnt to both their journals and their seminar presentation.
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Communication: Student has minimal spelling, grammar and punctuation mistakes in their work. Student is able to present effectively to the audience. They are not reading off their slide, but rather presenting from memory. They have creative portions that involve the audience and ask questions through-out the presentation. 
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
