Religion Presentation:

After choosing the religion you want to study, you will open the “Original Religious Text” link on my website and find the one matching your religion.

Then, you will begin reading and taking notes on:

1. The origins and history of your religion

2. The Founder of the Religion

3. Main Scriptures / Holy Book

4. Leadership (who helps lead the religion for others – like priests and the Pope) 

5. General Beliefs and Philosophy
6. The God or Gods or Deity of the Religion

7. The religion’s view on:

a. What took place before humanity

b. Life – how it should be lived

c. Afterlife

d. Life’s Purpose / Aim / Goal

e. Redemption

f. Liberation and Freedom

g. World Peace and Co-Operation

h. Violence, Capital Punishment, Killing for Religion

i. The ‘Devil’ or Evil and Sin

j. Difference of Men and Women

k. Alcohol and Drugs

8. The Religion’s practices (daily / weekly prayers, etc.) and rituals

9. The Duty of the Individual and Groups

10. Social Laws and Main Commandments of the Religion

You need to skim through the original text as much as possible to find primary quotations that discuss each topic. You will then create a 15-20 min. presentation. 
You should only use internet research for a general understanding of the topic and to understand the history of the religion more (remember to cite any website or article you read!)
