· The way you are going to do a video is you are going to make a movie out of 3 parts (You have to film it all by yourself): Mediation, Negotiation, and Arbitration. 
· Each part has to show what exactly happening on the different part of a Mediation, Negotiation, and Arbitration (You may even combine some animations into it!)
Your video should consist of 3 sections:

Section A: Plan

You have to make a plan in a chart form. You will do it either in Microsoft Word or Paint to show all of the steps that are happening. Each person have to do on their own and all of 3.

You will make a small video about mediation, negotiation, aggravation and describing what is happening in the rooms. You can do it in different ways:

1. Make it as a teaching video

2. Make it as a creative movie

Requirements:

· All the above information should be covered in your video

· Notes will be handed in for a portion of your final mark
· Video length will be a MINIMUM of 5 minutes to a MAXIMUM of 15 minutes

· You will be cut off at the 15-minute mark, so allot your time wisely!!

· You will hand in a “plan” for your presentation that will include all the stuff covered above.
· A sheet that includes all the references and sources used
